45 minutes southwest of Milwaukee, 1 hour east of Madison, 2 hours northwest of Chicago and 1 hour northeast of 

Rockford.  Since it opened on this site in May 1972, Timber-lee has established itself as one of the premier 

Christian Camping programs in the Midwest.   

 

Accommodations: 
Timber-lee has a year round bed capacity of 388!  Our dorm style cabins can accommodate groups of 

almost any size.  You will be greeted and delighted by warm, carpeted, comfortable accommodations.  All cabins 

are equipped with bunk beds, heat, and bathrooms.  Beds are equipped with a fitted sheet, pillow, and pillowcase.
